Information:
To recognize the Past State Presidents for their strong leadership, wisdom, and dedication, the Past State Presidents Scholarship was founded in their honor in 1993.  Because Alpha Delta Kappa is an educators’ sorority, this scholarship is awarded annually to a student majoring in any field of education.  The recipient must be a junior or senior in college or a graduate student and must meet certain eligibility requirements.  The first award of $1000 was given in April, 1994.  The amount of the award is subject to review by the State Executive Board.

In the fall, each chapter receives applications for this scholarship from the State Scholarship Chairman and determines how to get qualified candidates.  The chapter selects one applicant to advance for competition at the district level.  The applications materials include detailed information concerning eligibility requirements and procedure for making application as well as the recipient’s responsibilities.  Guidelines giving the responsibilities of the chapter, the district, and the state scholarship committees are also a part of the application packet.

Because the Past State Presidents have provided North Carolina Alpha Delta Kappa with strong leadership, wisdom, and dedication, North Carolina Alpha Delta Kappa wanted to honor these loyal mentors; thus, the Past State Presidents Scholarship was established.  Through the establishment of this scholarship, North Carolina Alpha Delta Kappa members express appreciation to the Past State Presidents for their vision, their effective leadership, their active participation in the affairs of the Sorority at all levels, and their friendship that continues to spread its influence, its service, and its inspiration.  

The Past State President’s Pin of gold Greek letters entwined with gavel encrusted with seven pearls is symbolic of the distinction bestowed upon its wearer.  Therefore, it is fitting that this pin be the symbol for the Past State Presidents Scholarship.
